» Southeast corner — woodland garden entrance withrenginkgo and shade-loving
ferns, hostas and trillium

for the design work and planting provided by Steadnmand Anselmie. Gannon
University and The Kiwanis Club of Erie have adabt®rners as well. There is one
remaining corner available for adoption.
