ERIE, PA (July 30, 2009) In an effort to redube ever increasing number of loose dogs
roaming the City of Erie, Animal Enforcement Officé&kob Culbertson will begin a city wide
sweep for unlicensed animals, issuing warningsfened where applicable to dog owners.

The minimum fine for an unlicensed canine in thy ©f Erie is $100, the maximum fine, $300.
Most likely, unlicensed first offenders will be e¢lgad a “returned to owner fee” of $35.00, and
will be required to purchase a license for theinfiszated dog running at large. Unlicensed dogs
under their owner’s supervision may be issued aneddiate citation or notice to comply warning
by the City’s Animal Enforcement Officer.

Pennsylvania State Law also requires proof of cirrabies vaccines for dogs and cats, which
will also be strictly enforced. The fine for nonrapliance is $300.
